The King County Library System requests the submittal of statements of qualifications for the following project:  

Skyway Replacement Library, Landscape, Parking

The project is for the architectural and engineering services necessary to design and build a new 8,000 square foot library building, landscape, parking and other site development work.  The existing KCLS Skyway library will remain open until the new library is completed.  The site address for the new building is 12630-12690 Renton Ave S.  The cross street is 76th Ave SE  The site consists of two parcels.  Currently one parcel is vacant and the second one has an office.  The project will be permitted through King County Department of Development and Environmental Services.  The request for qualifications includes all services needed to complete the design, interiors, cost estimating, permitting and construction administration through warranty.  


Submittal Requirements for the Project:  Include a statement of qualifications presenting work that the architectural-engineering team has completed for public client projects that are similar in scope.  Public presentation experience and work with the public will be important criteria for selection.  Each submittal must include:  (1) a brief letter of introduction; (2) an organizational chart and summary resumes of key personnel assigned to the project, including designations of the project manager, project architect, and all other professional services providers. (3) Examples of projects of similar type and scale; (4) Names and contact information of references; and (5) please provide a description of the firm’s affirmative efforts to provide equitable opportunities for persons of all backgrounds to participate in projects.
 Please limit required materials to ten pages total.   Additional sheets for photographs of projects should be limited to no more than 8 pages, single sided.

The outside of the envelope must be marked “RFQ for Skyway Library”.  Submittals must be received no later than Thursday, March 1st at 5:00 p.m.  Based on several factors including complete submittal, evaluation of architectural quality and engineering work on previous similar projects a list of finalists will be selected for interviews in March, 2012.

Selection Process:  Tentative Schedule:  Following the due date, KCLS staff will log in the submittal packages ensuring that the required materials are included.  All of the accepted submittals will be reviewed by KCLS staff.  The short list consisting of up to three teams will be determined by March 12, 2012.   Finalists will be interviewed by a committee including representatives of the King County Library System Board of Trustees and administration, and at least two people from the library community. 
The King County Library System reserves the right to reject any and all responses and to waive irregularities and informalities in this selection process.  

Basic services compensation for the work will be based on the State of Washington Fee Schedule for Architects and is based on the Maximum Allowable Construction Cost (MACC).  The current estimated MACC is $2,600,000. for this project.  The project costs are funded through the KCLS Library Capital Bond program.
